Standby Switch - The standby switch allows the valves to heat to the optimum working
temperature. Leave switched off when turning the Power on and allow 2-3 minutes before
turning on. Correct use of the Standby switch will prolong the lifespan of the amplifiers tubes.
Place amp in Standby mode when switching the impedance of the amplifier.

Mains - This switch powers the amplifier on and off.
